» The Catholic Church of Saint Monica Patron Scholarship program is funded by the Men’s Club, with
contributions from members of the parish, or “patrons”, and is administered by the Men'’s Club.

» The Men’s Club Board of Directors serves as the scholarship review committee, with input from the parish
clergy & staff. Winners are chosen based upon a combination of their academic achievement, extracurricular
activities, involvement in the parish community, service to the local community, a written essay, and an
interview. We seek to recognize well-rounded, faith-filled students who represent the best of the youth of our
parish.

» For 2026, several scholarships will be awarded, each in the amount of $1,500.
